University Regents Connie Callahan ’75 and Jose Hernandez ’85; Provost Philip Gilbertson and Dean Margee Ensign; two faculty members, Elisa Orosco (Engineering) and Marisela Ramos (History); and Mark Martinez from the Hispanic Chamber of Commerce and a reporter and student intern from Bilingual Weekly.
The meeting was coordinated with the support of Ines Ruiz-Huston of the Inter-American and CIP Programs and of Pacific Alumni Association (PAA) staff, Corrie Martin. Additional Pacific staff supporters included Jason Velo and Serjio Acevedo from the Division of Student Life. 


At 1:00pm, Ines Ruiz-Huston opened the event and welcomed everyone present. The group was then treated to brief addresses by the Provost and Regents Callahan and Hernandez.
