Meeting summary:

Welcome/Goals for 2008-2009 – Sara welcomed everyone.  The group discussed possible goals for the academic and beyond.  Suggested goals included:
· Having LAPC members go out with recruiters

· Support for children of LAPC members
· Recruiter training workshops at regular LAPC meeting

· Host a Latino student college conference for High School seniors

· Conduct bilingual financial aid workshop

· Reach out to local guidance counselors

· Create financial support system for Latino students.
The last idea was presented by Dr. Bigler along with background information.  For instance, Pacific doesn’t have ethnically based scholarships, yet USC and Loyola Marymount do.  Latinos make up the majority in the local schools, so their numbers should be equally represented at Pacific.

Sara asked how to we create a Latino based scholarship.  Per Ines, the new Provost, Dr. Ocampo asked, “Why doesn’t Pacific have one?”   

It was agreed that the first step in creating the Latino scholarship would be to meet with Dr. Ocampo and then with the Alumni Association.

Ines handed out, to all present, a list of the Presidential Search Committee members.   The group discussed the importance of having a President who understands and appreciates the local community.  With that in mind, Mary Ann will create a letter to be sent to Search Committee members that states the qualities we believe the new president should have.  This letter will be distributed to LAPC members who can customize it before sending it.

Committee Assignments – committee coordinators who were present were Mary Ann Gomez and Ray Duran.  They will make a list of their committee members for the next meeting.  Ray stated the By-laws committee had completed its work on them and they were forwarded to Corrie.   Corrie will be contacted and asked to send the by laws to members.
Pacific Update- Ines stated Bienvenidos Week was held.  The incoming class has 101Latino students per Admissions.  A final number will be out October 1, 2008.  Ines introduced Julia and Ana, who represent Latino student clubs at Pacific.  Julia handed out a brochure listing the different Latino organizations on campus.  They also provided the days and time each group meets.

Latino Heritage Month – Ines provided a calendar of events.  The group decided to host an LAPC activity during Homecoming Weekend.  The date will be October 19, 2008.  Details to follow, but it was suggested that our event focus on welcoming all Latino students (new, returning and transfer) and their families.  Sarah Shane, Becky Moreno and Erika Hampton volunteered for this project.

The Mexican Heritage Center is sponsoring fundraiser bus trip on September 20, 2008 to see the Frida Kahlo exhibit at the San Francisco Museum of Modern Art.

On October 24, 2008 a Tertulia from 5-7 will be held at George Wilson Hall.  Dr Bigler will host the event.  LAPC members are invited.
