Latino Alumni Pacific Club (LAPC) meeting minutes

Meeting Summary:  Discussion / Topics

1.  Introductions/ Welcome - Corrie Martin welcomed all attendees.  She stated that she would like LAPC to be a national alumni organization.  

2.  Establishing the Latino Alumni club - Bill Coen was slightly delayed, but arrived and discussed the expectations for the club.  He stated volunteers needed to serve constituents.  The Pacific alumni clubs have school support and staff available to them for bulk mailings, web page support, etc.  Alumni clubs are geared toward outreach and not fundraising.  Clubs have the main goal of connecting with alumni.  Bill wanted attendees to think about whom among the organization can be honored for Alumni awards program.  The Alumni Office has sent a request to NASA for permission to allow Jose Hernandez to speak at PAW (Pacific Alumni Weekend), June 20, 2008 to June 22, 2008.   Bill stated his upcoming challenges are the PAW-LAPC reception and the need for a variety of music.  He wants it to be inclusive.  The Charter process rules have yet to be finalized.  

3.  Governance/Procedures/Bylaws - Ines Ruiz-Huston presented a draft of the club bylaws and officer duties.  It was discussed and approved to have a two year term for each officer.  Ines will update the bylaws.  

Co-chairs–no additions/changes to listed duties.

Secretary-Bill Coen suggested a 2 week turn around for meeting minutes and a 2 week period prior to the next meeting for agenda items to be submitted.  No other additions/changes to listed duties.

Treasurer-Bill Coen stated the goal is to remove fiduciary responsibility from the individual club.  The position is more of an informational role.  Contact Corrie for checks since functions are paid up front.  No other additions/changes to listed duties.  Dr. Bigler interjected that the position can evolve into a fundraising capacity since Latino clubs at other schools have been successful at scholarship fundraising.  Ines stated this should be an item for further discussion and commented Pacific cannot offer race based scholarships.  Bill stated perhaps a Fundraising Coordinator/ Committee can be listed under Steering Committee.

Webpage Coordinator- The Association is still working on creating a page for the LAPC on the Association’s website. When the page is ready, the LAPC Webpage Coordinator, Carlos Martinez, will work with Corrie Martin to personalize the page and get trained to maintain it.
PAW Coordinator- Gracie Madrid wanted the title changed to Events Coordinator.  This was approved.  No other additions/changes to listed duties.  Bill stated the Latino-PAW reunion can be scheduled for 2009.

Latino Heritage Month Coordinator - The name is to remain Latino, not Hispanic.  No other additions/changes to listed duties.

Past Co-chair-Adrian Vera ’59 will be past co-chair.

Ines stated the Club should discuss how often to meet and its election time at its next meeting.  The bylaws dealing with dues will be removed.  The focus should not be only money.  Ines reiterated that we should think of the group on a national basis.

4. Creating Action Plan & Calendar of Events
Sara suggested we meet the last Saturday of the month.  

Ideas for Latino History Month (Sept 15 to Oct 15, 2008) - Gracie suggested we contact Tom Flores-former head coach of the Oakland Raiders.

Plan for PAW reception- Saturday June 21, 2008 from 4-5 p.m.

Latino Graduation, May 16, 7p.m.  Reception speakers needed.   Suggestions made for John Castellon, MEChA founder and Dolores Delgado.

Other business- the question was asked to Bill, “What is Pacific doing to recruit Latinos?”  Bill responded that Pacific has the PAAR (Pacific Alumni Admisstions Representative) Program, and for retention, they are making sure there are mentors.  Dr. Bigler mentioned the Interamerican Practioner certificate program which certifies cross cultural competence.  

The meeting adjourned at 2:10.
