Meeting Summary:  

1.  Introductions/ Welcome - Corrie Martin welcomed all attendees, including three new members, Erika Hampton, Julieanna Verduzco and Iris Verduzco.   Corrie announced that Donald DeRosa will be retiring in June 2009.  

2.  Pacific Updates/New Business – CIP alumni graduation and CIP alumni club gathering will be May 9, 2008 at 6:00 on campus.  Invitations were sent out.  The Latino Graduation will be May 16, 2008, 6 p.m. at the Bechtel Center.  Ines stated there are 116 Latino graduates.  They have been invited to participate in the ceremony.  Ines also requested Sara S. to address the group that evening.  Ines would like to recognize the LAP members and officers at the graduation.  Ray briefly discussed the I 529 Plan.  He handed out a flyer with key plan information.  This plan buys credits.  There are some funding limitations.  

3.  Pacific Alumni Weekend – The LAPC reception will be from 3:30 to 5:00 p.m. on June 21 at the Grace Covell Tiger Lounge.  The reception is free, but registration is recommended.  The cost for all events is $125.00, but events may be paid a la carte.  Corrie handed out the registration form.  She encouraged all attendees to use this as an outreach tool to increase our visibility.   In regards to community visibility, Ines mentioned that Ted Leland began community dialogues. The members voted to call alumni on May 3, 2008 at 10 a.m.  Corrie will draft the phone script.
4. Other business- John C. suggested that the car show (May 3) be solely focused on Hispanic/Chicano culture.  Ines stated the Dream Act was passed which allows students with 3 years of high school to receive in- state college tuition rates.  She stated 302 Latinos were accepted by Pacific.  She is waiting to see who will confirm.  Ines handed out the Casa Covell invitation letter.  The group may bring presidents from Latin America to speak at Pacific.
5.  The following Sub committees broke out into their respective groups:  PAW Reception:  Mexican finger foods will comprise the menu. The group will be looking for food donations.  They will contact Chavez High school for musical entertainment.   Ines will create a program.  It was suggested that pins/name badges be worn by officers at the event. 

The By-Laws subcommittee reviewed club eligibility and officer duties.  The changes will be presented at the next meeting.

The Latino- history month group did not meet.

The Public Relations committee has made promoting LAPC events their priority.  They also want to promote other Latino groups on the UOP campus.  The first event to promote is the PAW reception through a press release, emails to friends, a flyer and an email signature to include upcoming activities.  They want to develop a database of Latino groups in San Joaquin, Stanislaus and Sacramento counties.
